Dear Friends,

| have a cedar chest that is packed with things that
are of little value but are rich in meaning. The items
in it provide a tangible connection to important
events and people in my life. Last summer | decided
that | wanted to look again at the jewelry box that my
grandmother had given to me when | was in the third
grade. | was surprised to find in one of the drawers
a necklace, adorned with an Episcopal shield, that |
had worn every day while in elementary school. On
the back of this tiny silver piece are the words “I am
an Episcopalian.”

I had not seen this necklace for years and had
assumed that it had been lost a long time ago. In
fact, for a moment my mind told me that someone
must have mysteriously put it there - like the tooth
fairy who comes quietly in the night. It still seems
strange that it made an appearance when | had
thought it was gone forever.

Wearing the words “I am an Episcopalian” over my
heart for during those years of childhood was an
expression of my identity. Church has always been
at the center of my life. Even during the years of
young adulthood when | felt alienated from the
church, | was never indifferent toward it.

It is more than mere coincidence that this lost piece
of jewelry should reappear in 2011. Last year
marked my having been in ordained ministry for 30
years. It also was a year in which | celebrated
having been your Rector for 10 years. | took in your
words of tribute and appreciation during that time as
a real blessing. Please accept my gratitude for your
kind words and for the many ways you have
deepened my faith over the years.

| often recall a conversation | had with my bishop
shortly after | was ordained. | was frustrated and
angry over the shortcomings of the Episcopal
Church. | remember saying to him “l sometimes
wonder what | am doing here!”

That question nags at my heart often. And the
answer | get is always the same. “You are here to
be a faithful pastor to your people.” We, as the
Church, are in the business of the care of souls. We
do that through our commitment to live in community
in such a way that we are a beacon of God’s promise
for a better world.

May God’s blessing be upon our ministry as we care
for one another while standing as a withess to God’s
love for all that he creates.
