| continue to be part of the Incarnation Pastoral Care
team and have often been the “on-call” person for
pastoral emergencies when the rector is away or
unavailable. | appreciate the confidence that you
have shown in me on these occasions and the
welcomes that have been extended.

Urban Summit identifies local mission needs and
opportunities, as well as recognizes existing ongoing
ministries in parishes within the diocese. The Urban
Summit has now expanded outside of Rochester and
Monroe County to include the entire diocese. This
has been taken over by a committee of Diocesan
Council, of which I am a member, so | am continuing
to explore and learn about outreach opportunities. |
am still working with the Public Market, particularly in
the area of the Token Exchange Program for food
stamp clients. The amount of reasonably priced,
locally produced and fresh food purchased through
this program has gone from virtually nothing two
years ago to $240,000 last year — we expect this
year’s total to reach $500,000! | am also involved in
increasing access to the Market as project manager
for a new shuttle, a “people-mover” that will bring
market goers in from surrounding parking areas and
return them to their cars along with their purchases.

Locally, Penfield’s bi-centennial has motivated a
revival of Penfield’s Interfaith Congregations
Alliance. As part of the celebration, the town council
has asked our faith communities to organize a
community worship service to give thanks for our
town’s heritage and ask God to continue to bless its
future.  This service will be held on Sunday
afternoon, June 13 ™ at the Town Park
Amphitheater on Atlantic Avenue. Please mark this
event on your calendar. Vicki and | will be
participating along with some of you! As we have
met to organize the service, PICA’'s clergy have
determined to stage a community CROP walk along
the trails of the town park with participation by

members of all Penfield churches. This is a
sanctioned CROP Hunger Walk ; 75% of the money
raised will go to relieve hunger world wide while 25%
has been designated to enrich our own Penfield
Ecumenical Food Shelf. For more information, go
to the following website and click on “Penfield CROP
Hunger Walk:

Gourmet Potatoes

1 bag of frozen Ore Ida hash browns—southern style
1 stick of butter melted

2 cups of shredded cheddar cheese

1 can of cream of mushroom soup

1 container of sour cream

Smack the bag of frozen hash browns on the counter
top to break up the potatoes. Put them in a large
bowl and add all of the other ingredients. Mix them
thoroughly. Put mixture in an ungreased 9X13 glass
cake pan. Cover with foil and bake at 350 for about
one hour. Remove foil and continue baking until
nicely browned on top—about 10 minutes. These
can be reheated and are wonderful as leftovers. This
dish is great for a large group of people. One pan will
serve anywhere from 8 to 12 people depending on
how many other dishes you serve with it (and of
course how many of the people are teen age boys!)
